The supreme body of the BIE is {Beneral Assemb)ywhich meets twice a year and comprises
of all 98 membestatesincluding the Czech Republic. According to one of the fundamental rules
of the BIE, the organisingtatemust not request contributiofi®m officially exhibiting foreign
governments.

The BIE divides the world exhibitions into two categories. The first of these are -ttedlest
Category I. Exhibitions, or General World Exhibitns (EXPO 2010 Shanghai), which are held
every 5 years, have a duration of no more than 6 months and are unrestricted in terms of the area
of the exhibition site. Participatingtates can construct their own pavilions. EXPO 2010 in
Shanghai belongs to thisitegory.

Category Il. Exhibitions are specialised and focused on only one field or category of human
activity. These types of exhibitions are always held in the period betweeGéweral World
Exhibitions and may last no more thann®nths The exposion site is limited to an area

of 25 hectares and the participating states are prohibited from constructing their own pavilions.

Czech and Czechoslovak participation at world exhibitions

Creativity, progress, youthful spiriynencumberedhe desird¢o discover something newpvel
surprising. That is one way to describe the Czech and Czechoslovak participation at world
exhibitions, which date back to the Austdungarian Empire. The greatest success in the history
of the world exhibitions was reaahdoy Czechoslovakia at the world exhibition in Brussels



in 1958, where it won 5rizes, including the prize for the best pavilion. Destane
commentators calling the Hannover woeldk hi bi t i on t he Al ast Worl d E
the extinction ésuch spectacles, after the overall success of EXPO 2005 in Aichi it is certain that

the EXPO is here to stay. There are still plenty of states wishing to raise their international
prestige and demonstrate their organisational skills by holding a wdrnlditton. EXPO 2005

was also the first exhibition of the thindillennium which introduced a new approach to the very
essence of world exhibitions, based on the resolution adopted by the General Assembly of the
BIE in 1994.According tothis resolution, wrid exhibitions in the Z1century are to be of real
significance and longerm importance to the woddsommunity.

at which theyfamiliarised all in attendance with the stadf the preparations and asked for

support of the Chinese candidature. Shanghaipveasentech s t he symbol T of A N ¢
a progressive and modern metropolis symbolising the advances made by the entire nation.

At its General AssemblyniDecember 20Q02he BIE votedShanghai ashe organiser and host

of the EXPO 2010 General World ExhibitiorThe other candidates were the cities of Yeoso
(South Korea), Wroclaw, Moscow, and the Mexican city of Queretara. The status of China as one
of the most promisingnarkets of the future certainly played a major role in the selection



of the organising countrydowever,China also offered an exceptionallyell-compiledproject,
which gives participating nations widanging presentation opportunities.
