The Czech pavilion

The map is fashioned from tens of thousands of hockey pucks, symbolizing the Czech hockey phenomenon. Like a goodwityn teehanging its appearaeat night. The visitor is
“pulled" into the exposition's inteor by an enormous "ribbon," streaming information about the Czech Republic and its exposition. The architectural desher, woilp the materials used

and the colour scheme, fluidly connect the pavilion's interior and exterior. The ribbon's uniqug desh symbolises the connection of a city with surrounding country side and provides
partial protection from sun and rain tasitors¢ as a better city shouldo for their inhabitants.

Also inside is a multimedia room, featuring rotating presentationsCzech culture, art, design and regia@naspect that make a city and life better. Further, a meeting room provides a
space for business negotiations as well as working meetings of politicians, artists and scientists.
